BRIEF DESCRIPTION OF THE EVENT
The DEPARTMENT OF MCA And FOSS Club organized an exciting 3-hour coding challenge titled “Rapid Build: CodeSprint”, aimed at encouraging creativity, quick thinking, and problem-solving abilities among students. The event was held on Friday, 5th Decemeber 2025.  The event required participants to build a functional mini-project within the given time limit, integrating three random keywords provided at the beginning.

ABOUT THE EVENT
The event began with honouring the Team Members of Foss Club with Badges by the Faculty Members.
The participants had to form a team of 2 or 3 members. Each team had to spin the wheel to get their three keywords, which they had to incorporate meaningfully into their project either in the concept, logic, UI, or features.
Participants could use any programming language or framework. Internet usage and AI tools like ChatGPT were allowed only for assistance, not for generating full project solutions.
The total event duration was 3 hours, during which teams worked intensively on building, testing, and preparing their final project demos. They had to submit all the details in a google form along with screenshot of the project they worked on. 
The event received enthusiastic participation from students across various branches. We had a total of 10 teams who participated in the event. Each team had 2 members. Teams showcased creativity through diverse technologies, ranging from web development and Python to innovative UI prototypes and mini-games.
After the coding period, each team presented a short demo of their project.
Judging was based on the following criteria:
· Creativity & Innovation
· Functionality
· Code Quality
· Presentation
· Effective Keyword Integration
The evaluation process was supervised by the team members.
Based on overall performance, the following teams secured the top positions:
